(201) Chapter: Sunnah of the Maghrib Prayer

Anas (May Allah be pleased with him) reported:
| saw the principal Companions of Messenger of Allah (%) rushing to the

pillars (of the mosque) to perform two Rak'ah prayers behind them before
the Maghrib prayer.

[Al-Bukhari].

Commentary: "Rushing to the pillars" here refers to the haste which the
Companions of the Prophet (PBUH) usually showed in occupying the place
near the pillars to perform the two Rak ah before Maghrib prayer. Thus, this
Hadith confirms the practice of the Companions of the Prophet (PBUH) in
respect of the two Rak ah performed before Maghrib prayer.
