(262) Chapter: Ascertainment of what one Hears and Narrates

Samurah (May Allah be pleased with him) reported:
The Messenger of Allah (g‘ég) said, "He who relates from me something which
he deems false is one of the liars."

[Muslim]

Commentary: In some of the narrations of this Hadith, the word used is
"Kadhibain'" which means "two liars' One is that person who tells a lie and
attributes his statement to the Prophet (PBUH). The second is that person
who conveys it to others. Thus, this Hadith has a stern warning for those
“Ulama' and preachers who feel no hesitation in relating false and fabricated
Ahadith.
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
