And the upper hand (giving) is better
than the lower hand (receiving)." So Hakim said: "l said: 'O Messenger of
Allah! By the One who sent you with the Truth! | shall not ask anyone for
anything after you until | depart the world.'"So Abu Bakr used to call Hakim
to give him something, but he refused to accept it. Then 'Umar called him to
give to him, but he refused to accept it. So 'Umar said: "O you Muslims! |
would like you to bear witness that | presented Hakim with his due of these
spoils of war but he refused to accept it." So Hakim never asked anyone of
the people for anything after the Messenger of Allah, until he died.
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
