He observed (I feel) as If | am seeing Yunus (Jonah-peace be upon him) son
of Matta on a well- built red dromedary, with a cloak of wool around him and
the rein of his dromedary is made of the fibres of date-palm, and he is
calling upon Allah (saying: Here | am! at your service, my Lord! ). Ibn Hanbal
said in the hadith narrated by him: Hushaim said that the meaning of khulba
was fibre of date-palm.
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
